Dennys Stuff 
Got a few things to cover this month.  
One of our club members obtained a 
“Foamie” model that had an issue with 
one of its Eflite servos.  Seems its servo 
arm was slipping on the servos output 
shaft. 
 
I took both wings home with the intent to 
install a couple of spare Hitec HS-82MG 
servos in the wing, but quickly found that 
even though they took the same size cut 
out in the wing, the bottom of the Hitec 
servos was a 1/4 inch longer than the 
mounts in the wings.  Dang. 
 
The Eflite servos also had a very small 
diameter metal gear shaft that no servos 
arms I had would match. 
 
So, looking over the situation, and look-
ing at my Creality K1 printer, why not try 
3D printing a servo arm that would be a 
tight fit. 

Didn’t take long to draw up a new servo 
arm. And, after initializing, my K1 printer 
only took 95 seconds to print the new 
arm! 
 
The photo at the right shows the result.  I 
had to make a new #2 metric thread 
screw with a #2 nut to hold it in place. 
 
(Amazon has several metric screw kits, 
One of mine has 2mm, 2.5mm, 3mm 
screws from 8mm to 20mm long.) 

For those with nX10 and similar Spek-
trum transmitters, I’ve found a “Warning” 
feature listed under “System Setup” and 
“Warnings”. 
 
I’ve gone into the Warnings feature and 
programmed in “Throttle: Over 10%” and 
“Flight Mode” either position 1 or 3. 
 
The flight mode in my nX10 transmitters 
concerns the “Gyro” function in the mod-
els Spektrum AR8360T receiver.  I’ve 
programmed in a warning if the transmit-
ter is turned on when the Gyro switch in 
the transmitter is in the wrong position.  
Same with the throttle. 

There are a number of warnings that can 
be set up.  If there is a warning present 
on transmitter power up, the transmitter 
will block flying your model until the 
switches are in the right position. . 
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I have a couple of videos that may be 
interesting to our RC club members.  
Starting with a posting in 
www.rcgroups.com on my Escapade 
model listed below:

This model was purchased and flown in 
2015, and is still flying today.  The only 
maintenance has been replacing the 
11S2P A123 battery pack, and a new 
wing and stab covering done this year by 
Roger N in our club. 
 
If this isn’t the first Escapade in our club, 
it would be one of the very early ones. 
 
As many of the RRCC club members 
know, your editor did a lot of business 
trip traveling at work before retiring.  A 

number of the foreign trips were by the 
Boing 747’s and the Airbus. 
 
I’ve found a video taken by a passenger 
on a Boing 747 where the camera was 
aimed out the window to the wing of the 
747.  It always amazed me just how 
much the wing on those 747’s flex during 
take off and landing.  The wing tip must 
flex upward a good 10 feet on take off, 
and a similar amount on landing. 
 
Microsoft will not allow posting a 
YouTube video link here due to security 
risks, so I will provide the link to the 747 
video with the email sent to all club mem-
bers.  It’s worth watching.
